RULES MEETINGS REQUIREMENTS
Head coaches are required to attend or take an online rules meeting (during the dates indicated) or that coach shall be prohibited from coaching in the MHSAA Competitive Cheer Tournament and shall not be present at the tournament.

New Coaching Requirements – All assistant and subvarsity coaches must complete an MHSAA rules meeting (online or in person) OR, one of the free online sports safety courses posted on or linked from MHSAA.com. Schools shall attest that those coaches have fulfilled this requirement, or that coach shall be prohibited from coaching in the MHSAA Competitive Cheer Tournament and shall not be present at the tournament.
To officiate in the MHSAA Tournament, judges must attend or take an online rules meeting and submit a schedule to the MHSAA.
