etroit Catholic Central claimed its second straight MHSAA

DTeam Wrestling Division 1 title in 2024, defeating Hartland 41-

12 in a rematch of the 2023 Final at Wings Event Center. It

was the 10th title for Catholic Central since 2010, and 17th in program
history.

“I don’t count them, right? | don’t look at it that way,” said CC coach
Mitch Hancock, who has been at the helm for each of those 10 titles
since 2010. “You're so in the trenches of daily work. When you get older
and wiser you sit back and try to process it all, try to take it in those
moments — my kids are all here. It's nice. It doesn’t get old. But our ath-
letes are the ones that make it happen.”

Catholic Central finished the season 27-2, with both of its losses
coming against nationally ranked, out-of-state teams — St. Edward
(Ohio) and Lake Highland Prep (Fla.).

Hancock prides himself on scheduling the toughest competition pos-
sible, which is why Catholic Central’'s dominant lineup doesn’t come into
the postseason with records that would typically match that dominance.

Darius Marines at 165 pounds was the only unbeaten regular for the
Shamrocks. He would go on to finish the year unbeaten and win his
fourth Individual Finals title a week later.

The loss was the first of the season for Hartland (33-1), which did
pick up dual wins against Division 2 champion Lowell and Division 4
champion Hudson during the season. But Eagles coach Kyle
Summerfield knows the bar is currently higher in Division 1.

“We run a good program,” Summerfield said. “Just, there’s a jugger-
naut in front of us, and we have to keep chasing and doing the right
things. They're a great program.”

Catholic Central led 14-12 after Hartland’s James Butzier picked up
an 8-4 decision at 175 pounds, but the Eagles would get no closer, as
the Shamrocks claimed the final six matches, including a pair of pins and
a technical fall.

DIVISION 2
Lowell 49, Freeland 21

There’s nothing quite like the roar of a crowd after your team has clinched an
MHSAA Team Wrestling Finals title. That's true whether it's for title No. 1, or, in
the case of Casey Engle and his Lowell teammates in 2024, for their program’s
11th-straight Division 2 championship.

“It's unreal,” Engle said. “It's something | look forward to every year.”

Lowell extended its record run of wrestling team titles by defeating Freeland
49-21 in the Division 2 Final at Wings Events Center.

The Red Arrows joined the Grosse Pointe South (1976-86) and Grosse
Pointe Woods University Liggett (1980-90) girls tennis programs in winning 11
straight Finals titles. Only East Grand Rapids boys swimming & diving, winning
15 straight from 1948-62, and Bloomfield Hills Brother Rice boys lacrosse — with
13 straight from 2005-17 — have longer Finals championship streaks in Lower
Peninsula or statewide competition.

For coach RJ Boudro, each title remains just as sweet as the last.

“Why would it get old?” said Boudro, who has been in charge for 10 of those
titles. “Look at the crowd. When | first walked in here, | looked up, and you see
that we have more fans here than anybody else, and that's what it's about. Next
year will be fun, too. When you can still bring crowds in and you can do it 11 years
in a row, there’s more to that than just winning. If it was just about winning, why

_ else would they come? They
love the kids; they love the
community.”

One could forgive an out-
sider for believing it's a fore-
gone conclusion when Lowell
takes the mat for the Division 2
postseason, as it's won the
Final by more than 20 points in
each of the past five seasons
and in seven of its 11 straight
championship victories.

DIVISION 3
Dundee 49, Whitehall 20

One thing Dundee’s wrestling community knows about is win-
ning. The Vikings continued to make history in Division 3 in 2024 at
the Wings Event Center, as they won their seventh-straight team title
with a 49-20 clincher over Whitehall in the championship match.

In total, Dundee has won nine of the past 11 Division 3 team
titles, and 16 Finals championships overall.

"This is a special group of kids, and a special community,"
Dundee co-coach Garrett Stevens said.

One of those special — and talented — athletes, Kade Kluce, got
things started for Dundee in the Final with a hard-fought 8-2 opening
win over Whitehall's Nolan Taranko in their 126-pound match.

Kluce, a senior, played a major part of four team titles, and joined
an exclusive group one week later when he won his fourth individual
championship. He joined former Vikings Braeden Davis, Casey
Swiderski and Stoney Buell as well as Lowell's Austin Boone and
Davison's Brent Metcalf as the only wrestlers in the state of Michigan
to win four individual and four team titles.

Kluce said it's easy to have goals and work hard at Dundee.

"This is a family," Kluce added. "We do everything together, and
we have great leadership that helps us be a part of everyone's
matches."

In the championship match, Dundee won 10 of 14 bouts — none
bigger than what senior Aiden Massingill achieved at 215 pounds,
defeating an Individual Finals qualifier to give the Vikings a 32-18
lead.

DIVISION 4
Hudson 41, St Louis 17

When searching for adjectives to describe what the Hudson
wrestling team has built itself into over the years, wrestling fans in
Michigan might say “prepared.”

The mammoth program from the small community south of
Jackson comes to the MHSAA Division 4 Team Finals every year
ready to go.

That was once again evident last winter at Wings Event Center,
as the Tigers cruised to their third-straight championship, and sixth
over the past eight years, with a 41-17 victory over St. Louis.

Hudson has won three straight D4 titles, six of the last eight and
11 overall.

"We are who we are because of family," Hudson coach Scott
Marry said. "We break our huddle on 'family' every time, because this
is a continuation of what's up there."

Marry then pointed to the stands at all the Hudson fans, parents
and Hudson youth wrestlers who made the trek to Kalamazoo to
watch their beloved Tigers.

Hudson made it look easy all weekend, as the Tigers won 34 of
42 matches they wrestled during the two-day event.

In the Final, super sophomore Nicholas Sorrow got things going
with a hard-fought 6-5 win over St Louis' Colin Kuhn.

From there, Hudson won five matches in a row and were never
threatened the rest of the way.

scholar-Athiete Glass of 2025

T he Michigan High School Athletic Association/Farm Bureau Insurance Scholar-Athlete Award has been recog-
nizing the top student-athletes for 36 years. Applicants for the Scholar-Athlete Award must meet the following
criteria: A minimum cumulative grade-point average of 3.5 on a 4.0 scale; and must have previously won a var-
sity letter. Applicants also show involvement in other school and community activities; submit two letters of recommenda-
tion and a 500-word essay on the importance of sportsmanship in educational athletics.

Recipients of the 2024-25 Scholar-Athlete Award receive a $2,000 college scholarship to be used at the college, uni-
versity, or trade school of their choice during the 2025-26 school year. This year, a total of 1,513 applications from 431
schools were received for 32 scholarships. Class A students were guaranteed 12 winners, Class B eight winners, Class
C six winners and Class D four winners. Two at-large winners were also selected.

All scholarship recipients will be honored during the MHSAA Boys Baksetball Finals at the Breslin Center in East
Lansing this March.

Student Advisory Council Aids MHSAA

ight student-athletes who will be
Ejuniors at their schools during the
2024-25 academic year have been
selected to serve two-year terms on the
Michigan High School Athletic Association’s
Student Advisory Council.

The Student Advisory Council is a 16-mem-
ber group which provides feedback on issues
impacting educational athletics from a stu-
dent’s perspective, and also is involved in the
operation of MHSAA championship events
and other programming. Members of the
Student Advisory Council serve for two
years, beginning as juniors. Eight new mem-
bers are selected annually to serve on the
SAC, with nominations made by MHSAA
member schools. The incoming juniors will
join the group of eight seniors-to-be appoint-
ed a year ago.
